General Review Process:
The review of the Dewey collections consists of three phases. 

· First, using data such as circulation patterns and re-shelving statistics, KU Libraries have identified titles that should remain in the browsable collections in Watson and Anschutz. These titles are then reclassified, and re-shelved in the LC collections.

· Second, an online listing of titles will be available from our web site (See http://www.lib.ku.edu/annex/onlinerev.shtml) for an extended period of time allowing faculty to review and make additional recommendations for retention in the browsable collections. 

· Third, and at the same time, faculty -- both those most directly associated with the collections under review but also all other faculty -- are invited to conduct a physical, open-shelf review of the collections and to recommend those titles they think need to stay in the browsable collections. We are suggesting several different options for reviewing and identifying titles on the shelves. (see below)

· Move titles to processing immediately in collaboration with Rich Ring (864-3425; richring@ku.edu), our primary selector; or Susanne Clement (864-8999; sclement@ku.edu ), Head of Collection Development. Please call or email for an appointment. This option has been the most effective one used by many faculty thus far. Mark titles using flags or forms. A flag, with your contact information, should be inserted in each volume recommended to stay in the browsable collection. Please place the volume on its spine, with the flag facing outward, so we can easily retrieve it. A form submitted either via email or left at the Service Desk can also be used to indicate your recommendations. 

All materials in the Library Annex will be represented in the Library catalog and may be requested for use with 24-hour delivery. 

The Library Annex is located on KU’s west campus and is designed on the model pioneered by Harvard University and adopted by over 50 other research libraries. The Library Annex opened in Spring 2006 and provides a conservation-level environment for books and journals, archives and manuscripts, and other rare and fragile materials. As of December 1, 2006 we have processed and deposited ca. 95,000 volumes in the Annex, including the archival copies of KU theses and dissertations.
